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Many of your customers can bene�t greatly from one of the StepUP Overhaul packages, but only if it�s brought to their 
attention. It�s up to your facility�s Parts and Service professionals to identify engine and driveability symptoms that can be 
corrected with an overhaul and recommend the appropriate StepUP Overhaul package. While performing thorough engine 
diagnostic procedures is the only sure way to determine the actual root cause of engine concerns, the following indicators can 
help you identify engines that may be good candidates for a StepUP Overhaul:

WHO NEEdS An OVERHAuL?

HARd START
An engine that has dif�culty starting may be suffering 
from poor fuel atomization, low compression or 
various other conditions

WHiTE SMOKE
Thick, white exhaust is a clear sign of incomplete fuel 
combustion, especially when accompanying a hard start

BLuE SMOKE
Exhaust that has a noticeable blue tint may be caused 
by worn or damaged piston rings, failed gaskets or 
other problems that allow engine oil into the cylinders

POOR FuEL EcOnOMY
Fuel economy that is 20% or more below average is 
an indication of problems that could exist in various 
engine subsystems

LOw POwER
When checked on a dynamometer, engines that 
produce less than 70% of their horsepower rating 
(with relevant driveline losses taken into account) 
de�nitely need repair

LOw COMpRESSiOn
Compression below 350 psi in one or more cylinders 
can cause a host of related symptoms and warrants  
a closer look at the pistons, rings, cylinder liners, 
head gasket and associated components

IncREASEd OiL COnSuMpTiOn
Engines that use oil at a rate of one quart per 300 
miles or less may have serious internal problems 
and should be subjected to careful diagnosis to 
identify the cause

CRAnKcASE BLOw-BY
More than �ve inches of water column pressure 
measured at the dipstick tube means that 
combustion gases are getting into the crankcase, 
which could indicate wear or damage to piston 
domes, skirts or rings

METALS in OiL
An oil analysis that reveals an inordinate amount of 
metal may be the result of worn or damaged piston 
skirts, bearings, connecting rods, rocker arms or 
other metal-on-metal moving parts
